


Tips and Advice

There are some key factors to consider when designing your business stationery or marketing literature.

Simple ideas are sometimes the best - but make sure it looks professional as your flyers or business cards are
sometimes the first contact your business will have with a potential customer and first impressions count.

Have an eye catching theme but refain from using"clip art" as it does not look professional; try using photos or royalty
free images.

Colours

The amount of colours you use also has a strong baring on the cost and quality of your work. If you think of buying
tins of paint, the more colours you use, the more expensive it becomes no matter how much paint you actually use
from the tin. Avoid clashing, gaudy colours - it shifts the emphasis away from what you are saying. Using shades
or tints of one colour can be quite effective but never shade down text as it just looks "bitty".

Sometimes certain colours are associated with different professions. For example the "Corgi" logo is orange, so if
you are Corgi registered then maybe use orange in your literature or if you are offering gardening services, then green
is an obvious choice.

Fonts

Every font has its own personality, so it's important that you choose the right font for the message that you are trying
to convey. We'd advise you to use as few fonts as possible to keep the message clear and professional. Lots of
different fonts is one of the worst design faults you can make.

Choice of paper (stock)

Your choice of paper is very important and makes more of a difference to the quality and cost of your job than
you'd imagine.

For letterheads and compliment slips we would recommend using 90gsm - 120gsm. Business cards are normally
around 285gsm - 300gsm. Anything thicker than this is classed as 'board'.

There's also smooth or textured to consider, as well as coloured. If you're still unsure about any aspect Regal Print
can advise on the best way to achieve the results you are looking for.
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
